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The Music Director – Naveen Arles trained as a pianist under Murray McLachlan and Richard Beauchamp.  He is currently creating an arts culture at London Metropolitan University as their Musical Director and is helping build the recently formed London Youth Gospel Choir.

The Writer – Simon Beyer’s recent writing credits include Fractures (Greenwich Playhouse) and La Ronde as Translator/Adapter (Brockley Jack Theatre). He has worked on over 50 productions in London’s bubbling Fringe Theatre circuit, national tours, major city venues and the West End.  He is the Founder of one of London’s most exciting venues, The Cock Tavern Theatre, which has received praise from the national press and in less than a year from its inception the venue has become the winner of the Dan Crawford Pub Theatre Award – Empty Space… Peter Brook Awards 2009. By Houlton & Jordan (Director) at The Cock Tavern Theatre; Feral by Toby Clarke (Producer) at the New Wimbledon Theatre; Invisible Storms by Jamie Harper (Lighting Designer) at The Cock Tavern Theatre; Studies For A Portrait by Daniel Reitz (Producer) at The White Bear and Oval House theatres (Time Out ‘Critic’s Choice’ and noted mention for best new writing production of 2009); and The Tempest (Adaptor/Director). He will be directing When The Lilac Blooms, My Love, by Jane Huxley in the West End in April 2010.
